What If Your Greyhound Escapes? - Linda Lyman

To a greyhound adopter like us, nothing is quite
as frightening as hearing your greyhound has
suddenly escaped and taken off at full speed.
Several BAGA volunteers and their greyhounds
spent a recent Sunday searching for a lost
greyhound. Our Sunday search had a happy
ending when the lost greyhound was found safe
and sound several hours after she had escaped.
Here are some tips if your greyhound ever gets
away from you:

* Keep a collar and tags on your greyhound at
all times. Make sure you have a tag with your
telephone number, the County rabies tag, and
the BAGA tag on your dog. You have information
on your dog's ear tattoos in your adoption
packet. Keep this information handy.

* If your greyhound is not microchipped, please
consider having this done. (We are currently
microchipping all greyhounds prior to adoption

as a precaution should they escape without their tags).

* Call the BAGA phone line and your adoption representative. We will
organize a search party. We may also get lucky and get a phone call if
your greyhound is found with their BAGA tag on.

* Have your neighbors and friends help in the search. Have some
volunteers go on foot and search wooded areas where your greyhound
might have gone to hide. Have some volunteers drive around the
area. Many greyhounds love to ride in cars and will come if they see
their masters and the vehicle in which they are used to riding.

* Take a squawker with you. (Squawkers may be purchased through
NGA). Take another greyhound with you. Greyhounds may become too
spooked to come to strangers, but will almost always come to another
greyhound.

* Make up flyers with your dog's photo, description, and contact
information. Post in the area where your greyhound was lost and at local
businesses and veterinary offices. Offer a reward.

* Contact your local animal services offices and local shelters. Put an ad
in the newspaper under "lost and found". Again, offer a reward.

* Keep your cell phone with you at all times. If you do not have a cell
phone, leave someone at home in case your greyhound is found. It is a
call you will not want to miss.
